ABSTRACT

The fruit-based alcoholic beverage .industry in Thailand holds significant
potential to promote grassroots economic. development and sustainable growth.
However, national policies, such as the 20-Year National Strategy, the master plans
under this strategy, and the 13th National Economic and Social Development Plan,
continue to focus broadly on the processing of agricultural products without specific
policies targeted at promoting the fruit-based alcoholic beverage sector. This contrasts
with countries like Japan, the United States (particularly. California), the Republic of
Korea, and France, which have established clear and systematic legal frameworks and
policies to support this industry.

Currently, small-scale producers and community enterprises in Thailand face
stringent legal and regulatory constraints, alongside a lack of support systems in
marketing, technology, and product standards, which hinder the industry's
development.  Therefore, the government should formulate clear and appropriate
policies and legal measures tailored to the national context to foster sustainable
growth and enhance the competitiveness of the fruit-based alcoholic beverage

industry in Thailand.
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
