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Abstract

This research aims to study the scope of the power of the National Anti-
corruption Commission in determining disciplinary offenses, to analyze the problems
and impacts of investigating and determining disciplinary offenses for offenses other
than corruption in office, which are not under the authority of the National Anti-
corruption Commission, the problem of inconsistency in the interpretation of the law
between the court, the Council of State, and the National Anti-corruption Commission
in interpreting related offenses, and to study and find solutions to the problem of
disciplinary action in cases where the National Anti-corruption Commission determines
and forwards related offenses without determining disciplinary offenses for corruption,
using qualitative research methods as a documentary research study.

The research found that in disciplinary action under the authority of
the National Anti-corruption Commission in Thailand, according to the principles of
public law interpretation, the Anti-corruption Commission has the power to investigate
and determine the offenses of corruption in office, offenses against official duties, or
offenses against judicial duties, which are the three main offenses, before it can
proceed with other offenses related to the offense at the same time, according to the
interpretation guidelines according to the grammar and language, where the law clearly
defines the term related offense and is in accordance with the objectives and structure
of the law based on the constitution. The interpretation of the Anti-corruption

Commission’s power to include all disciplinary offenses is an interpretation of the law



that extends its power beyond what the Constitution allows, which is incorrect.
The National Anti-corruption Commission does not accept such interpretation, which
is in accordance with the principles of public law interpretation.

Therefore, in order to create clarity in the law, it is deemed appropriate to
amend the organic provisions of the Constitution on the prevention and suppression
of corruption, namely the Organic Act on the Prevention and Suppression of
Corruption, to define the related disciplinary offenses to mean only other disciplinary
offenses related to the disciplinary offense of corruption, which will enable those with
the authority to take disciplinary action to take disciplinary action in accordance with

the law.
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
