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ABSTRACT

To prepare learners for a potential living in a Learning Society, a teacher, as an
important agent who is located at field of educational engagement or school, must know
appropriate teaching procedures in a constructing knowledge at the present age and also place

importance on social and cultural context since it is concerned as another type of social practices.

This study had three objectives. Firstly, it analyzed teacher’s practices in constructing
knowledge for learners under the National Education Act specifically referring to Constructivism
Theory. Secondly, it analyzed teacher’s practices in constructing knowledge for learners in a
school context specifically referring to Constructivism Theory. Finally, it analyzed a relation of
teacher’s practices in constructing knowledge for learners between under the National Education
Act and in a school context referring to Constructivism Theory. In principle, this study was
conducted qualitatively using ethnographic studies in 3 stages: (1) preparation stage for
contextualized data, (2) field and study stage for collecting data; and (3) data analysis stage for

summary and discussion.

This research revealed 3 findings. Firstly, teacher’s practices in constructing knowledge
for learners under the National Education Act came partly into view of Constructivism Theory in
two main points: a) meaning and principle; and b) constructing knowledge procedure design.
Secondly, teacher’s practices in constructing knowledge for learners in a school context also came
partly into view of Constructivism Theory in the same points but most practices were not
complete according to the principle of the theory. Finally, a relation of teacher’s practices in
constructing knowledge for learners under the National Education Act and in a school context
referring to Constructivism Theory was found and described by Bourdieu’s concept of Theory of

Practice in three major aspects: field, capital and habitus.
