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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to collect the data about the political participation of
the community. 2) to analyze the problems and obstacles which affect the political participation of
the community and 3) to study the impact of peoples’ political participation towards their way of

life in Nang Lae Sub-district , Muang District, Chiang Rai.

The finding revealed that:

Of the total number of participants of this study, 66.2 % were males between the ages of 36-45.
They showed a general knowledge of their sub-district in that they understood very well the roles
and duties of a sub-district in the position of a decentralized organization. However, the
participation of the people was average, especially for a sub-district’s activities. This was because
of the obstacle of work, and the inadequate communication between the sub-district itself and local
people. These factors also, affectgd people’s cooperation and participation, especially, in the area of
communication and the organization’s duty. The results of the survey revealed a minimal amount of
participation in both the leadership and the ordinary people of the Nang Lae area. Included in this
was a lack of attendance at meetings, a minimal exchange of ideas, suggestions and complaints to

the sub-district and people’s participation in the activity of the sub-district.
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
