Independent Study Title Legal Issues Concerning the Date and Time Prohibiting

the Sale of Alcoholic Beverages

ABSTRACT

This independent study investigates “Legal Issues Concerning the Regulation of
Dates and Hours Prohibiting the Sale of Alcoholic Beverages.” The objectives are to
analyze the legal problems and impacts arising from such restrictions, particularly in
the dimensions of public health, society, culture, and the economy, and to propose
solutions and legal reforms that ensure greater appropriateness and alignment with
the contemporary Thai context.

The findings reveal that although the prohibition of alcohol sales on specific
days and during certain hours is intended to protect public health and safety, as well
as to reduce accidents, crimes, and alcohol-related violence, the strict enforcement
of such measures-particularly the prohibition of alcohol sales on major Buddhist holy
days, namely Magha Puja Day, Visakha Puja Day, Asalha Puja Day, the Buddhist Lent
Day, and the End of Buddhist Lent Day, together with the restriction of sales hours to
only two daily periods (11:00 = 14:00 and 17:00 = 24:00) - has generated adverse
impacts on business  operators-and related industries. 1t has also raised significant
debates regarding occupational freedom and consumer rights in relation to alcohol
consumption.

This study proposes that alcohol sales should be permitted on Buddhist holy
days by repealing the Prime Minister’s Office Notification on Prohibited Days for Alcohol
Sales B.E. 2568 (2025). It further recommends amending the Prime Minister’s Office
Notification on Prohibited Hours for Alcohol Sales B.E. 2568 (2025), Section 3, to

replace the two permitted time periods with a new timeframe, allowing alcohol sales



from 08:00 to 24:00 hours, while maintaining the prohibition between 00:00 and 08:00
hours. In addition to these recommendations, the study also emphasizes the need for
a more flexible legal framework, such as adopting a licensing system that empowers
local authorities to supervise and regulate sales, designating special zones or areas for
alcohol distribution, and reinforcing alternative regulatory measures including public
campaigns, educational initiatives, and targeted control measures. Such reforms are
proposed in order to strike a balance between public health and safety protection on
the one hand, and economic promotion and social adaptability on the other, in line

with the realities of contemporary Thai society.
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
