Abstract

An ethnobotanical study was carried out among Tai Lue people in Takham village,
Wiang khan District, Chiang Rai province, Thailand. A list of 270 plants belonging to 80 families
has been compiled based on field survey and interview. The scientific and vernacular names of
plants, their uses of the plants, the part of the plant used, and the preparation are presented. Plants
are widely used as food (146 species), medicine (74 species) economic plants (7 species),

religious ceremonies (21 species), and miscellaneous plants (43 species).
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
