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Abstract

Fluency in reading is critical for becoming a successful and competent reader.
Reading fluency strongly correlates with reading comprehension. Fluency in reading refers to
appropriate reading speed, accurate word recognition, appropriate phrasing, and appropriate
expression when reading orally. Repeated reading is an oral reading method that is claimed to
help improve reading fluency. This study employs Reader’s Theater (RT), which is another
technique of repeated reading, as a tool to develop oral fluency of the Thai EFL students at
the university level. During the 6 weeks of RT intervention with 38 first year, non-English
major students, it is found that RT helps the participants gain all aspects of fluency. The

participants also reported that RT is a fun activity and helps build confidence in reading.
