Abstract

The Trade related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights Agreement
(TRIPs) set the minimum standards to protect the right of holders who create
intellectual property for WTO’s members, especially patents for
pharmaceuticals. In addition, there are negative effects of patent protection
because it is unclear whether and how countries can access drugs patents
without abuse protection. Moreover, many cases in developing countries show
the high prices of drugs until some governments in developing countries have
attempted to bring this problems to discuss in other countries. TRIPs presents
barriers to medicine access and reasons for lack of medicines to essential
drugs. In the WTO Ministerial Conference in Doha adopted a Declaration on
TRIPs and Public Heath to confirm the WTO’s member to take measures to
protect public health in their countries. It gave primacy to public health over
private intellectual property. It clarified WTO member’s right to use
compulsory licensing from TRIPs. However, the Doha Declaration cannot
solve all problems which associated with intellectual property protection and
public health. These purposes of this research was to understand legal
principle of Doha Declaration and related to others, as well as, explore the
problems and barriers to medicine access from legal enforcement of Doha
Declaration in case of AIDs Drug Patent in Thailand. Finally, to find out what
the fairly solution and facilitate the options available in the Doha Declaration
for both holders and residents. This research is qualitative research which is
gathering from 2 parts. Initially, Part I is from text books, court orders, legal
text books, Journals. Part II is the Information of interview that was collected
from specializes who work as Head of Pharmaceutical Group, Patent Office,
and Legal Officer, Department of Intellectual Property, Thai Ministry of
Commerce. The researcher has found that

The Doha Declaration is successful because the patent drug cost is
lower than before approximately 50%. However, some WTO’s members are
considering adopting the Doha Declaration paragraph 6 to enact into their
domestic law. It might be because those countries may not clear about the
benefits that their countries should be served. To fix the problems is all
members should address the problems together.
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
