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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to examine the legal paradigms in dissolution of
political parties in Thailand and other countries. The study, particularly analyses cases existed in
Germany and Republic of Korea, legislative restrictions in dissolution of political parties,

European democratic systems, and the constitutional judge verdict 3 — 5/2550 B.E.

The study found that political party is an important factor raising political awareness
and participation of all citizens. Nonetheless, the dissolution of political parties apply in
accordance with its operations. In other countries, courts are authorized for dissolution of
political parties in case that the parties attempted to destroy constitutional democracy. However,

applying of parties dissolution is the last alternative that there are no other approaches to ease the
situation.

In Thailand, the arguments of which the constitutional judges provide are not comply with the

principles that other democratic countries employed. Yet, it is the Thai customs and Thai law



system that have been used long before. Some of which include principles of governance and
constitutional principles. In addition, Thai legislative norms are unclear such as legal constitution
principles and principles of political parties dissolution. Moreover, the argument affects the Acts
in Thai legal system since there are enforcement of conditions and as punishments of political
parties dissolution in the Constitutional Acts B.E. 2550. An organic law dealing with the election
of house representative members and the procurement of senators B.E. 2550 as well as an organic
law dealing with political party in conclusion, drafting of constitution and other legislative acts

are essential.
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
