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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research are (1) to study how the law principle of each
periodprotective measures of Buddhism (2) to study the disagreement of Law enforcement due to
the disciplines proceedings under the Sangha Act B.E.2505 and (3) to examine the improvement
model of the Sangha Act in the section of discipline offending proceedings

The study reveals that at the period of the absolute monarchy (Somburanayasittiraj), the
king used his authority to rehabilitate the Buddhists religion. While, the investigation and
punishment of the discipline offending monk is followed the Sangha Supreme Council’s rules
Article 11 (B.E.2511) at present.

The disagreement of the Sangha Act B.E. 2505 reveals that there was defective of the
narrow and low scale of punishment. Moreover, the process of the doctrine and the discipline is
complicated which is not suitable for the Sangha to investigate. In addition, the Sangha was lack
of efficiency supporters.

To prevent and solve the problem of the discipline offending monk. There are guiding

models as following;
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1. Adjust the Sangha Act. B.E.2505 in the section of the Sangha Supreme Council’s
rules Article 11 (B.E.2511) of the chastisement of perverse monk by applying and specifying the
doctrine and the discipline proceedings to be the criminal prosecution investigation.

2. Adjust the punishment of the Sangha Act. B.E.2505, Amended B.E. 2535 to be
extensiveness and legislation its major punishment.

3. Set up the capability committee or the organization to investigate and offer ideas to

the Sangha Supreme Council to judge and punish the discipline offending monk.
