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ABTRACT

This Dissertation is studying on legal measure relating to electronic card in Thailand and
other country such as Germany and France which utilize Civil Law System together with some
Common Law country such as England and USA. The study is based on comparative approach
with an objective to enhance the legal measure relating to electronic card for the purpose of law
enforcement in Thailand. As a result, the legal measure relating to electronic card of Thailand
appears in many pieces of legislation including Amendment of Penal Code Act (No. 17) B.E.

2547, Computer Crime Act B.E. 2550 and any other elated acts.

One of the legal measures of other country which is suitable for an application to
Thailand and should be added to Thai legal system, is legal measure of Germany on computer
fraud under its Criminal Code and legal measure of England on fraud by abuse of position under

Fraud Act 2006.

Furthermore, Thailand should amend the following laws relating electronic card in order

to enhance its legal measure relating electronic card:
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1. Amend Section 7(2) of Penal Code

2. Add criminal offence on electronic card in Prevention of Money Laundering Act B.E.
2542

3. Classify a criminal offence in relation to the electronic card under the special case of
Department of Special Investigation

4. Cooperation of International Crime

5. Social and Human Behavior

6. Technology

7. Governmental Policy
