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ABSTRACT 

 The objective of this thesis is to study the problem in law part in developing border 
municipal area and to study in case of the change in state of municipality in order to be 
sustainable development. The thesis studies theory and law of changing state of municipality in 
order for finding problem solving solution in law part in developing border area. Because 
borderland is the connection point to neighbor countries and community where is important to 
commerce and economy as well as country public security. Therefore it is very necessary to build 
up the strength and readiness for q so they can have capabilities that support and promote border 
commerce and economy of local community of both Thailand and neighboring countries.  
Upgrading in the state of municipality along the borderline is the sustainable economic 
development for municipality.  

 From the study, we found that law mandated in local is the law which determine the 
authority in the same way, whether Provincial Administrative Organization, municipality or 
Subdistrict Administrative Organization, the difference is just only rank of Department of Local 
Administration that determined to depend on the quantity of population and income. These are 
not suitable for some area where is unique and difference from the others such as border areas 
where connect to neighbor countries and is important in investment, transportation system and 
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commercial trading etc. Therefore this analysis and studying of this law study about concept and 
format of local municipalities to be suitable for border areas by having potential to support border 
trade. 

 From this study, we found that border area municipalities cannot be raised the state due 
to inadequate quantity of population following to principles and conditions of government. In 
some area follows to principles and conditions but cannot be public sanction in law due to 
internal factor of organization.  

We suggested the way to have standard of law in solving the problem in case of raising 
the state of municipalities to be suitable to border area. That is correcting the act of municipalities 
legislation 1953 corrected to 2009 (13rd edition) by adding the statement in unit 10 and 11. The 
statement is giving permission to municipalities which connect with border area not farther than 
20 kilometers can be raised the state to be city municipalities immediately. By determination on 
January 1 is the day to raise the state and the day to collect the quantity of population and 
determine the income as the definite amount of money and determine to be public sanction in law 
same as notification of Ministry of Interior in case of raising sanitation district to be municipality 
automatically since next budget year. Besides giving the authority to people in municipalities 
which have potential enough following to determined principles and conditions. In order to 
present to Ministry of Interior for consideration to give permissions to the municipalities to raise 
the state.  

 Besides we took the principles of permanent development to use for border area by 
suggestion to have the format of Department of Special of Local Administration (border city) 
which determine the area include district which connect to border area. By cutting out or reunite 
all form of local administration in that area in order to strengthen potential of border municipality 
to be economic area and suitable to border city where is the gate of investment and trade in future.
