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ABSTRACT

The present study research Luntaya-Acheiq: A Symbol of Class to Cultural Commoditization
was conducted in attempt to seek historical and socio-cultural reflections across space and time.
Luntaya-Acheiq was Burmese/Myanmar traditional textile not only as once a highly cultured and
fashionable favored pattern for the uses of Burma and The Kingdom of Lanna their Majesties, but

also as the most prominent identities which symbolized beliefs, religion, culture and traditions.

The study is organized in two following purposes. First, tracing back history and its
connotation during the period of Phra Raja Jaya Dara Rasmi (Her Highness Princess Dara Rasmi)
and monarchical institution reformation afterwards. Second, studying the new outlook of
Luntaya-Achiek as a symbol of class turned to cultural commoditization approached in ancient
textile market. In order to acquire information for the research, basis data were primarily
gathered from literature review, pictures and to insure success of the study, the researcher hence
conducted further data by administering an exploratory in selected target areas in Amphur Muang

of Chiang Mai and Amphur Muang of Chiang Rai Provinces (Amphur Muang means city or
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district in general). Usable data were then examined, analyzed and finalized within intended cope

of the research.

Results reported that Luntaya-Acheiq itself in the past was a symbolic/significance root
in societal strata. For example, depicting aristocracy class distinction and social differences,
dedicating a Buddhist religious services, as a symbol of class being widely communicatively

decoded in the same perception.

Inspection of analysis results of the new meaning as a symbol of class turned to cultural
commoditization founded that Luntaya-Acheiq was a dynamic mechanism tool in textile market
sector intently linking with its unique characteristic past value in order to drive up appreciated

number of price with turn overtime consumption cycle.

Nowadays Luntaya Textile becomes one kind of commodity among other things. In
considering a kind of textile to buy, it depends on consumer individual way of ‘taste’ to select

his/her requirement of a cloth.
