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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were (1) to study the civil community in Trat Province (2)
to study the relationship between economic, social, and political factors and the civil community

in Trat Province and (3) to study factors affecting civil community in Trat Province.

The research area included 152 villages in Trat Province. The instrument was a questionnaire
with 3 parts which were: Part 1 Checklist of General Data of the Community; Part 2 Five-rating scale
of local community Strengths and economic, social, and political factors. The reliability coefficients
(Cronbach Alpha Coefficient) were as follows Criterion variables which were ability of self-reliant
(0.869), community safety (0.887) community vision (0.897) community cherishing (0.952); predictor
variables which were economic factor (0.949), social factor (0.950), and political factor (0.947). Part 3
Open-ended questionnaire about opinion. The statistics used to analyze data were Frequency,

Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, Pearson Correlation and Multiple Regression Analysis.
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The Results,
Overall the civil community in Trat Province was in high level ranging from community

safety, community vision, community cherishing, and ability of self-reliant respectively.

The relationships between economic, social and political factors and the civil community in

Trat Province (Pearson’sv Product Moment) were found to be 0.764, 0.816 and 0.767 respectively.

Opverall, economic, social, and political factors were able to predict the civil community in
Trat Province by 71.70%. When considering by factor, the economic factor was able to predict the
civil community in Trat Province by 58.30% ; the social factor was able to predict the civil community
in Trat Province by 66.60%; and the political factor was able to predict the civil community in Trat

Province by 58.80%.

When considering by variable, community’s social organization variable in social factor
and productive knowledge integration variable as well as strengths of economic activity group

variable in economic factors were the best predictors of the civil community in Trat Province.
