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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to study the problems, obstacle and the objection
which is effected by the Sangha Act B.E 2505, Amended B.E. 2535. The Sangha Act B.E 2505,
Amended B.E. 2535 was written for the monk administration which will develop the Sangha to be
concentrated to solve the problems and effectively develop the Sangha.

The study reveals that the Sangha Act B.E 2505, Amended B.E. 2535 caused the
Sangha government the problems by its centralized law structure, the honorific rank system, The
poverty of the committee of Songha Supreme Council and the punishment rules.

In addition, the study reveals that the Sangha administration which specified the
centralized administration structure caused the problems under the Sangha Act B.E 2505,
Amended B.E. 2535, section 3 which specified the Sangha Supreme as the administration
authority individually. As the result, the Sangha administration is impractical because they have

to wait for the decision of the order.



The Sangha Act B.E 2505, Amended B.E. 2535 should be adjusted to disseminate the
administration system. Moreover, there should alter the law structure to be disseminated and the
specific departments should be set up to administrate the Buddhist tasks in the field of
1) Domination 2) Education 3) Propagation 4) Public Assistance and 5) The juridical or the

Vinayadhara.
