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ABSTRACT

This thesis is purposefully aimed to study the enforcement of Immigration Act. B.E.
2552, particularly the study of the migrant laborers who migrate into Thailand illegally and earn
their livings as the skilled or unskilled laborers. Consequently, this issue seemingly elevates the
social, economic and political problems. Problems taken place in terms of jurisprudence is the
problem of how to enforce the laws with criminal charges since the government has unclear
policies in regard of the decisiveness in order to place the criminal charges against those illegal

migrant laborers.

From the study, it is found out that the Immigration Act B.E. 2522, the Migrant Labor’s
Works Act B.E. 2551 is unable to control those illegal migrant laborers efficiently. From the
research, it could be pointed out to the crucial cause as followed: the indulgence of the enforced
laws, not taking charges against them decisively. The enforced laws are then out of compulsory
conditions, allowing those illegal migrant laborers to be able to get their work permits renewed
temporarily. This is considered only as the way in tackling the problem at hand. The researcher

would like to give some suggestions that the law measures shall be conducted decisively, more
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punishments shall be increasingly added against those violators who illegally migrate in Thailand
according to the Immigration Act and the Migrant Labor’s Works Act. Once there will be an
exception to allowing those laborers to work in some of the occupations prohibited in the law
because they are only conserved for Thai citizens; it shall only be those occupations Thai citizens
are not admired of and ones with the labor inadequacy and of course, they must have to apply for
those occupations. A way for the solutions is to have the special laws against all types of illegal
migrant labors who reside in Thailand enforced in order to standardize the system outright and to
allow the government sector to constrain the illegal migrant labors out of the country and then
stipulate measures by not permitting any convicted illegal migrant labors to be able to return to

Thailand again.

From such discovery, the author suggests to have the Immigration Act B.E. 2522 and the
Migrant Labor’s Works Act B.E. 2551 to be rectified in order to get the illegal migrant labors
under control and legislate special laws designed specifically for preventing those illegal migrant
labors to enter into Thailand based on the fairness and the control of those migrant laborers under

the laws efficiently.
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
