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ABSTRACT

Since the air transport had developed to public transportation network which has a
continuous high flow of passengers, luggage and cargo. This constant flow of passengers could
lead to possible unlawful activities by passengers and businesses. Thus, International Civil
Aviation Organization had initiated passenger and hand baggage screening measures before
boarding an aircraft and using technology for screening were extensive dealt with the ratification
of the Convention on International Civil Aviation (Chicago Convention 1944) to include Annex
17. However, perpetrators of aviation related offences found newer and more ingenious ways to

challenge the system, increased in screening such as using body scan.

Thailand, a member of the Convention on International Civil Aviation (Chicago Convention
1944) shall endeavor to apply, enacted the Air Navigation Act B.E. 2497 improved by Air Navigation
Act (No. 11) B.E. 2551 section 60/17 defined to screen passenger include any articles will get on
an aircraft and screen person, vehicles as well as articles that will enter a restricted area of the
aerodrome, the officer who screen is the person assigned by the licensed aecrodrome be declare to
be officials under to the criminal code. If stated seek weapon or other dangerous device, 83 rd

Regulation stated to reject entering an aircraft and 27 Regulation told to inform the police, and not
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allow the passenger who rejected screening before boarding an aircraft. The measures might be tort
to individual right such as the technology for screening, authorities of officer who screen and the

different procedure between aerodromes.

Thus, body scan using must apply to appropriate practice. And should adjust the Air
Navigation Act B.E. 2497 about authorities of officer who screen, 27 Regulation about other
security measure because the details was duplicate on 83 rd Regulation should adjust about step

of passenger and hand baggage screening of many aerodrome to be the same.
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
