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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the interest and the requirement
for support in tea research of lecturers in Mae Fah Luang University (MFU) in the
year of 2011. The target group was lecturers from 10 schools of MFU. A
questionnaire was used as a tool of this research. It was distributed to every school
and 102 questionnaires were finally collected. Descriptive statistics was used to
summarize and describe the data. From the collected data, it was found that a 37.3-
percent of the MFU lecturers were interested in tea research in which the most interest
research topic was teas and health. The lack of knowledge and experiences in teas
were the main points for disinterested. For interested lecturers, the tea knowledge was
the most requirements for doing the tea research, followed by funding, assistant
researcher and facilities, respectively. Five important problems and obstacles in
conducting tea research were a lack of tea knowledge, an over teaching load, a lack of
skill in teas, a lack of guidelines for tea research and a lack of facilities for tea
research, respectively.
