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ABSTRACT

This thesis attempts to study and analyze the power of Board of Special Case (BSC)
under section 21, Paragraph one (2) on the authority to revoke the resolution of accepting a
special case. The author compares with the authority to revoke the command as required by law,

in order to find a balance and reasonable to authority of BSC to revoke the resolution.

The study found that the Special Case Investigation Act B.E. 2547 is provided to
establish “Board of Special Case (BSC)” and give the power under section 10 to advise the
Cabinet in regarding of the issuance of the Ministerial Regulations to determine Special Case
according to Section 21, Paragraph one (1), to monitor and assess results of compliance, to
determine details of offence under Section 21, Paragraph one (1), and to adopt resolution
regarding other criminal cases according to Section 21, Paragraph one (2), etc. but not enacts to
permit BSC to revoke a resolution in any case under Section 10 supplement Section 21,
Paragraph one (2). Therefore, the BSC has to keep investigation those cases as special cases.
Some general criminal cases persist in DSI directories are still in special investigating. This may

effect the convict rights the convict rights and increase excessive cases at DSI directory in which
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it may slow the operation on violent criminal cases and effect the purpose of establishing the DSI

on the efficiency to protect and conquer violation.

The result of the study shows that there is the need to amend The Special Case
Investigation Act B.E. 2547 and to give BSC the authority to revoke the resolution to make the
case special as stated in Section 21, Paragraph one (2), in order to safeguard the convict rights. It
is also to justify the investigation and persecution procedure and reduce the numbers of unrelated
case being categorized as special cases under DSI responsibility. Thus, it will increase

investigation performance of DSI officers upon archiving balance and propriety.
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
