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ABSTRACT

Ginger (Zingiber officinale Roscoe) is an important household crop. It has a
pungent, spicy smell and has a variety of properties, such as treating digestive
disorders, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, and the results of this study were to determine
6-Gingerol, the most common phenolic compound in ginger by High Performance,
Thin Layer Chromatography (HPTLC) method. In a comparative study of the amount
of 6-Gingerol, it was found that the two types of ginger, fresh ginger, and dried ginger,
were randomly sampled from both traditional Chinese medicine clinics certified by
Ministry of Public Health in Bangkok. It was found that the average value in fresh
ginger was 6-gingerol higher than dried ginger was 1.43 and 1.15 respectively. Data
analysis with Independent Sample t-test found that the difference in 6-Gingerol

levels in fresh and dried ginger was statistically significant (p=0.016).
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
